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CONFERENCE ON BIO-WASTE RECYCLING IN EUROPE

Barcelona, 15th February 2010.  

Presentation:

The Ministry of Environment and Rural and Marine Environment and the Department of Environment and Housing of the Generalitat of Catalonia, through the Catalan Waste Agency, co-organize, during the Spanish Presidency of the European Union, this Conference as a framework for debate and discussion on the recycling of bio-waste in Europe.

The Waste Directive 2008/98/EC establishes specific obligations in relation to bio-waste for Member States, which should take measures to encourage: 

a) the separate collection of bio-waste for its composting and anaerobic digestion;

b) treatment of bio-waste, so as to achieve a high degree of environmental protection;

c) the use of environmentally safe materials produced from bio-waste. 

However, the current situation of bio-waste management in Europe shows that in order to achieve the progress towards an effective bio-waste Management, integrated in the energy policies and of soil protection and in line with the objectives of climate change mitigation, it is necessary to provide to different Member States a common legal framework specifically on bio-waste in order to harmonize the current regulations to achieve the objectives set.

This Conference will present the main findings of the impact assessment on bio-waste Management study conducted by the European Commission, European Parliament's opinion and some European initiatives for a new Directive on bio-waste.

Case studies will be presented to show how to addres the bio-waste recycling in several European countries, highlighting the technical, economic and legal tools which have facilitated their success, and also other aspects as prevention, separate collection, biological treatment and compost quality, which are key for achieving a high quality bio-waste recycling, will be considered. 

All this with the aim of considering the need to incorporate them in a possible specific directive on bio-waste.
